Nordic Affect is a period instrument chamber group, which provides a platform for
musicians who seek to view familiar musical forms from a different perspective as well
as venturing into new terrain. The group performs music from the 17th and 18th
centuries and also promotes the performance of contemporary music on period
instruments. Nordic Affect takes it name from the Baroque practice of trying to
communicate certain affects and to inspire different emotional states through the
composition and performance of music.

Each of the musicians in the group is a specialist in historical performance having
studied both in Europe and the USA. Members of Nordic Affect perform as soloist and
chamber musicians throughout Europe as well as being active orchestral musicians with
various well-known period instrument ensembles. Since its debut in 2005 at the Skalholt
Summer Concerts the group has performed widely in Iceland and on the Continent in
addition to launching their own chamber music concert series in Reykjavik.

Their performances have been received with great critical acclaim and the group has
been praised for their energetic and stylistic bravura. Nordic Affect has performed for the
Icelandic Broadcasting Service and the European Broadcasting Service. Nordic Affect’s
first CD, a recording of a new piece Apocrypha written specifically for Nordic Affect by
Hugi Gudmundsson was released in October 2008. The CD received The Kraumur
Award in 2008 as well as a nomination for an Iceland Music Award. A collaboration with
the Carmina chamber choir under the direction of Arni Heimir Ingdlfsson resulted in a
recording with Icelandic early music which received an Icelandic Music Award in 2011.
Their latest recording, a CD with works by Carl Friedrich Abel was released by Brilliant



Classics at the beginning of this year.The artistic director of Nordic Affect since its
foundation has been Halla Steinunn Stefansdaottir.

At
the end of her studies she received a Fulbright Grant and moved to the U.S. to
specialize in baroque violin performance at I.U. School of Music with Prof. Stanley
Ritchie, finishing her P.D. studies in 2004.

Halla has appeared in concerts and at festivals on both sides of the Atlantic. She is the
artistic director as well as member of Nordic Affect. She has recorded for The Icelandic
National Broadcasting Service and the European Broadcasting Service. Her playing is
featured on CDs from Bad Taste Records, musmap and Brilliant Classics, and which
have received the Iceland Music Award as well as the Kraumur award.

Other activities have included teaching performance practice at the Arts Academy of
Iceland as well as producing radio programs for The Icelandic National Broadcasting
Service. She is the recipient of a State Artist Grant and future projects include concerts
in Iceland and on the continent as well as a recording of works by Icelandic female
composers.

Gudrun is featured on numerous recordings and has appeared as a soloist, accompanist
as well as chamber musician in numerous recitals and concerts in Iceland and
elsewhere in Europe and in Japan. She is a member of Nordic Affect and the Bach
ensemble of Skalholt. She plays regularly with the Caput new music ensemble, the
Reykjavik Chamber Orchestra and the Icelandic Symphony Orchestra and has also
performed with the Icelandic Opera and the Icelandic Dance Company. She plays both
baroque music and new music and has taken part in several first performances. In 2007
she was invited to the Takefu International Music Festival in Japan where she premiered
three compositions for flute and harpsichord with the flute player Kolbeinn Bjarnason.
